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1. Description of the Region
The Danube River is a major international waterway. The European Union has determined it as its Pan European Transport Corridor No. 7. It reaches into 10 countries and its catchment basin covers another 7 countries.

Some of the larger cities along the river are:

· In GermanyГермания: Ulm, Ingolstadt, Regensburg (capital of Upper Palatinate), Passau; 

· In Austria: Linz (capital of the province Upper Austria), Krems, Vienna (capital of the state, and the Danube valley is called Lobau); 

· In Slovakia: Bratislava (capital of the state); 

· In Hungary: Budapest (capital of the state); 

· In Croatia: Vukovar; 

· In Serbia: Novi Sad (capital of district Voivodina), Belgrade (capital of the state); 

· In Romania: Turnu Severin, Braila, Galaz, Tulcea; 

· Along the Bulgarian sector of the Danube, the following cities and towns are located from west to east: Vidin, Lom, Kozlodui, Oriahovo, Nikopol, Belene, Svishtov, Rousse, Tutrakan and Silinstra 
2. Rousse – General Information and Infrastructure 
Rousse is a city in North-East Bulgaria on the border with Romania, and center of Rousse Municipality and Rousse District. It is the fifth largest city of the country in terms of population. This city is the largest Bulgarian port on the Danube and one of the economic centers in North Bulgaria. A bridge across the Danube connects Rousse with the Romanian city Giurgiu, which is also the shortest way to the Romanian capital Bucharest. Being one of the two railway connections across the northern border and a major road junction, a large part of Bulgarian foreign trade with and across Romania is conducted through Rousse.

The city is a large Bulgarian industrial center. One of the 6 duty-free zones of the country is in Rousse.

Rousse is a significant transport center: Central Railway Station Rousse – A. Stamboliiski Square Razpredelitelna Railway Station Rousse – Ivan Vedar St. Cargo Railway Station Rousse – Tsvetnitsa St. Cargo Railway Station Rousse-North – Tutrakan blvd. Zaharna Fabrika residential area Cargo Railway Station Rousse-West – Pristanishna St. Bus Station South – Czar Osvoboditel blvd. Bus Station East – Ivan Vedar St. Port – Pristanishtna St. 22

European Roads Е70 and Е85 pass through Rousse and the following corridors:

· Transport corridor 7: Mein – Rein – Danube. 

· Transport corridor 9: Helsinki – Kiev, Moscow – Odessa, Kishinev – Bucharest – Rousse – Stara Zagora – Dedeagach on the Aegean Sea. 

The only bridge as of July 2006 across the Danube in its Bulgarian section is also here. It was built in 1954 and it connects Rousse with the Romania city Giurgiu.

Predominant for the modern city economy are the light industry sectors — clothing, textile, food & tobacco. The petrochemical and chemical industries are represented by the paints and lubricants manufacturing companies Ograchim, Prista Oil and Megachim. Machine building and ship building are also prominent. Rousse shipyard is located in the city. Metal working is another sector, which is represented by ZHITI AD – manufacturing products of low-carbon steels – wires, wire products and nails, export-oriented company with over 70% of its output, and by Precis Inter Holding, manufacturing aluminium products, etc. The headquarters of BulMarket are also in Rousse.

Early in 2005, investments were made in Rousse under various projects, such as the purchasing of Bulgarian River Shipping and also in Orgachim. Vinprom Rousse manufactures high quality alcoholic drinks and was purchased in 2003 by Russian businessmen.

Tourism is well-developed and organized in 22 hotels in Rousse. The city is visited by approximately 40 000 foreign tourists. Prista Park is situated in the outskirts to west along the riverbank, and also Lipnik Wood Park, which is a favourite place for recreation. A large business-conference center has been reconstructed in the center of Lipnik Wood Park.

There are 6 hypermarkets in Rousse — Metro Cash & Carry, Technopolis, Technomarket Europe, Kaufland, Billa and building hypermarket Zhiraf. Mr. Bricolage and a second Kaufland hypermarket are currently under construction.

According to information of the Ministry of Economy, the French company Montupet will build a plant near Rousse for aluminum automobile parts. Under the investment plan, about BGN 70 million will be invested and 867 new jobs will be created. On 24 May 2005, the Bulgarian Investment Agency certified the company as a First Class Investor, and on 30 June 2005, the Bulgarian government decided officially to extend BGN 6,733 million state aid. The plant is expected to start operating in 2007. 

Towards the end of 2006, the unemployment rate on the territory of Rousse municipality was 4,26%, as compared to over 15% in 2001. 

The city is among the logistics centers with intermodal terminals, which the Ministry of Transport is planning to develop. 
3. Development of Industrial Zones in Central Europe and Bulgaria – Overview 
Bulgaria is 3 to 7 years behind in the development of business parks compared to some countries in Central Europe, like the Czech Republic for instance. This opinion was voiced by Industry Watch during a conference on business and industrial parks, organized by the US Agency for International Development (USAID) and Volunteers for Economic Growth Alliance/Balkan Trust for Democracy (VEGA/BTD).

The rapid economic growth, our accession to EU, the considerable influx of direct foreign investments and the enhancement of outsourcing are the major factors for the development of business parks in Central and East Europe.
The main prerequisites for the success of any business park are location in or in the neighborhood of a large city (just the opposite of the planned economy before the transition, when large sites were developed in the midst of “green fields”), availability of labour force, well developed physical infrastructure, availability of appropriate land for development, providing the possibility to build either on green, or on lands of existing industrial or other sites. The link with a university is advantage, as shown in the conclusions of the analysis made for several successful projects at home and abroad.
Usually, the projects are initiated by a private investor, university or municipality, by creating partnerships of joint ventures. Sometimes, applications are filed for state aid, while the municipality or the university provides the land. In most cases the project is launched with one or several leading tenants, generally large international companies, followed by the Step-by-Step development model – one building is constructed first and then another one, while the tenants are involved with most diverse activity.
The investment interest in business parks moves away from Sofia to other cities with relatively large share in the economic activities of the country, like Plovdiv, Varna, Rousse, comments an analysis of Industry Watch, prepared on assignment by VEGA in October last year. 

The first business and industrial parks in the country were developed in the outskirts of cities (for example the Industrial Zones in Kuklen, Maritza and Rakovski near Plovdiv, Business Park Varna near Varna). The above cities have also the requisite educational traditions, providing availability of qualified labour force (Plovdiv University, Varna University, etc.). 
Currently, the parks in the country have been designed to satisfy the needs of companies, which are looking for premises chiefly for administrative purposes (Business Park Sofia, Business Park Varna), or are completely concentrated on production lands (the industrial zones in Kuklen and Rakovski, Industrial Zone Rousse, etc.).
The area of Business Park Sofia (BPS) is about 220 thousand sq. m. The project includes 35 buildings with total area of 330 thousand sq. m. The Park includes 140 thousand sq. m. office area, 65 thousand sq. m. shopping area, 40 thousand sq. m. warehouse area and 40 thousand sq. m. corporate area. Arena Movie House has area of 18 thousand sq. m., and Holiday Inn Hotel – 14 thousand sq. m. The rental prices in BPS vary between € 10 and € 12/sq.m. per month, with further fee for maintenance and consumables. Tenants in the Park are about 200 companies with over 5 thousand employees. 
Business Park Varna was recently opened with the completion of the first building under the project. Currently, Building 2 (out of nine) is under construction. The prices in BPV are 20% lower than the average in BPS per minimum 100 sq. m. for a period of five years.
The investor in BPV – Systec Holding AD, consists of 11 companies, among which SIS Technologies Ltd., Rolco Ltd., Bulnex Engineering Ltd., New Point Media Ltd., Transat Ltd. and Transcard AD, the latter of which is listed on the Bulgarian Stock Exchange.
The development of Business Park Stara Zagora commenced in March last year and the first building (Technopolis Hypermarket – 4 200 sq. m.) was opened in July 2006. The investors for this project are Lindner Group – Germany and Videolux – Bulgaria. The total built-up area will reach 202 thousand sq. m., with warehouse facilities stretching on 100 thousand sq. m. The project is targeted to create a major center for manufacturing and warehouse activities. 
Several industrial zones have been developed in the country for the last few years. Most of them are in the outskirts of Plovdiv (Maritza, Kuklen and Rakovski). The industrial zones in Kuklen and Rakovski are private initiatives, supported by the local government. Industrial Zone Kuklen (area 470 834 sq. m.) is partnership between Sienit holding AD and KCM 2000, while Industrial Zone Rakovski (815 000 sq. m.) is project of Sienit. 
At the same time, the local governments of many Bulgarian cities initiate the development of business and/or industrial parks, among which Botevgrad, Dobrich, Kardjali, Lovech, Montana, Pazardjik, Plovdiv, Samokov, Silistra, Stara Zagora, Rousse, etc..
Recently, the government took decision to invest € 9 million in the development of the infrastructure in Industrial Zone Rousse (where the investor Montupet S.A., France has a certificate of Investor Class “A”).

A Metals Service Center for the region of Bulgaria and Romania will be created in Rousse. This initiative is undertaken by Precis Inter Holding and by the Israeli company Iskoor, part of Macsteel Group. 

According to the Manager of Iskoor – Benny Lotan, the investment in this Center amounts to € 15 million. The joint venture IPI plans in the future two or three years a production output of € 60 million. The Service Center will commence its activity within one month. 

IPI occupies 10 decares built-up area and 25 decares open lands on the territory of KCM near Rousse.
Industrial Zone Heavy Machine-Building was established after winding up the heavy machine-building plant. It covers 688 decares and has the appropriate infrastructure. It has railway connection and is near the Free Zone of Rousse and the bridge over the Danube. Thirty-five companies are working here, among which Precis Inter Holding, Polisan, Fibran, Atlas-Copco-Lifton, ТМ Technology, BulMarket DM, petrol and propane-butane bases of Rompetrol and Lukoil. The zone is in the process of becoming an independent administrative unit. 

The total sale of the company assets was finalized at the end of 2004. Until 2002, the property of the company was sold by negotiations with potential buyers. After that, the scheme changed to organizing tender offers. The final result from the sale was that some independent parts of the enterprise found new owners, who paid over BGN 5 million to buy them. The winding up of the company went on for several years, but the encashment of its assets made possible the redemption of the debts of this giant plant. Majority owner is the state with 92% and there are over 1000 small shareholders.
Some of the most significant companies on the territory of the Industrial Zone are:

Precis Inter Holding – a company, which has based its main production facilities on the territory of the former KTM (heavy machine-building plant), and which will install machines for two new productions.  

The fist production line will be engaged with open profiles similar to those manufactured by Voest Alpine. The investment plan stipulates another line for precise welding of tubes. This year’s investment is estimated to nearly € 3 million. The company, which was established in 1987, today has 5 production lines for steel tubes and profiles of galvanized sheet with monthly output of over 7 500 tons, 2 production lines for aluminium tubes and profiles with monthly output of 280 tons, 2 cutting lines, fully automated equipment for hot-dip galvanizing with annual capacity of 6 000 tons, production equipment for electric installation tubes, couplings, elbows, blanks, tube components, etc. The company has its own facilities and manufactures the main tooling for the tube lines, as well as blocks, units and spare parts.   

BulMarket – this company is among the ten leading companies in terms of profits from wholesale trading of solid, liquid and gas fuels and similar products in Bulgaria for 2005. “BulMarket-DM” Ltd. is one of the main importers of “propane-butane” in Bulgaria. The development of a bio-diesel plant near Slivo Pole with annual capacity 60 000 tons is in rapid progress through the subsidiary “Astra Bioplant”.

The company sold this year its whole business with propane-butane to “LukOil Neftochim”. The transfer included warehouses, land, gas pipes, tanks, the gas carrier m/s “Bulmarket 1’, 16 liquefied gas carriers, railway loading & unloading facility, 77 railway tank cars, etc. 

Polisan – manufactures and exports paints, adhesives, resins and auxiliary materials for decoration, furnishing, industrial facilities, automobiles, yachts, etc. 
Rompetrol – sells European quality fuels, produced by ROMPETROL RAFINARE SA Constance on the Bulgarian market. The retail trading is supported by a distribution network of petrol stations, which consisting of 8 stations owned by the company, 3 rented and 27 franchise-service stations.

The Free Industrial Association was established in 2006 as a non-profit organization in accordance with the provisions of the European and Bulgarian legislations. Members of the Association are companies developing their activity on the territory of the industrial complex KTM – Rousse, which is situated in the east part of Rousse, and which has the appropriate infrastructure including road, railroad and river transport. Chairman of the Association is Peter Petkov Petrov, one of the receivers of KTM. The members of the Association visited Holland and Austria last year, in order to investigate opportunities for transport development in Central and East Europe. They met Mrs. Bridget Czarnota and various consulting and logistics organizations. 
Precis Inter holding AD will invest jointly with the Israeli company Iskoor Ltd, which is part of the giant MACSTEEL GROUP a total of € 6.8 million /approximately BGN 15 million/ in their new joint venture company IPI Steel Service Centre in Rousse. According to the Israeli representative Benny Lotan, this will be a special type of company, which will be involved in steel products distribution and will carry out warehouse activities, supply, additional processing, packaging and forwarding of steel products. The center will cover 10 decares built-up area and 25 decares open area on the territory of Industrial Zone KTM. It will have 8 processing machines for steel products imported from Europe and USA. The capacity of each machine is about 5 thousand tons processed output per month.
Members of the Association are currently companies developing their activity on the territory of Industrial Complex KTM – Rousse, which is situated in the east part of the city and has the appropriate infrastructure including road, railroad and river transport. 

FIA offers a package of consulting and decision taking services offered by the internal investors, which can be useful for the new companies, wishing to transfer their place of business and work in the zone, and which can help them cope better with the local formalities, taxes, legal provisions, funding and legalization. FIA offers soft terms and conditions to the companies, interested to lease, rent, or buy in other way land for development in the zone. It provides also transport, warehouses, loading & unloading services, carriage and other services for the companies wishing to use the river and/or the railway line.

4. The Danube River – European Corridor 7 
The Danube River is a unique natural gift with high significance for the country. The transport function of the river is very important and has definite value for its adjacent territories. Shipping on the Danube is object of analysis from two pint of view – opportunities for river transport development and building connections with the other types of transport in the Danube adjacent territories.

Cargo transportation on the Danube, which is the only inland waterway of our country, is perceived by the government as an alternative to the road transport, equal to the railway and the sea transport. Its obvious advantages come from safety, low cost, low level of environmental pollution and high development potential. We should note, however, that the current development of the river transport is still far from such perspective, due to a number of negative factors with negative impact.

The destruction of the Danube bridges at Novi Sad divided shipping in two zones – West and East. 600 vessels with 810,000 tonnage remained in the West section – a dynamically growing market, and 3016 vessels with 2,900,000 tonnage remained in the East sector, taking care of the cargo transport between Romania, Bulgaria and the Ukraine. This resulted in a very strong competition.

The Danube has always been extremely important for the Bulgarian economy. Apart from being a transport corridor across the whole length of our north border, the river is also a huge energy resource (including water for irrigation, industrial and technological purposes and water supply). At the same time, it is also a source of building materials, a powerful source for the development of the shipping, ship-repairing and fishing industries, and a place for recreation and modern tourism. 

The rules for using the Danube River (since 1774 up to our time) are regulated with special international treaties, conventions and agreements, which provide free navigation and require the observance of certain rules guaranteeing the necessary safety, competence and faultless operation.

We can confirm the statement that the inland waterways will be extended chiefly eastwards, which includes the Danube. The forthcoming construction of navigable canals connecting the Danube with the Elba and the Oder will lengthen the waterway. This will provide navigable connection on the Danube at Hamburg and Szczecin to the Baltic Sea. Let us recall that there is already connection to the North Sea through the Rein-Mein-Danube canals at the Dutch Port of Rotterdam (the so-called North-Black Sea Waterway).

In order to utilize the resource potential of the Danube, the following main priorities can be considered: the river as integrating factor between the European countries, transport communication and energy resource, building new hydro-technical installations, European inland waterway network (the waterways in the East being particularly important), social-economic problems related to the river, maintenance of the river – waterway, river fleet, staff, servicing, safety, ports and port infrastructure, ship-building and ship-repairing industry, management of the Danube River potential, etc. 
The effect (economic, social, etc.) of the complex utilization of the resource potential of the “Most European River” is far reaching, and particularly the effect of its quality as unique continental transport communication.

The geographic location of Bulgaria determines the special significance of integrating its transport system to the EU system, which will have effect on the overall economic development of the country. Bulgaria is located on the Balkans cross-road between Europe and Asia, and between South and North Europe. The corridors through Bulgaria are historically proven routes. The age-long traditional passage of goods and people was carried and is still carried along the five Pan-European corridors, passing through the territory of the country.
The Memorandum of Understanding on the development of Pan-European Transport Corridor VІІ was signed in September 2001 in Rotterdam, the Netherlands, by the following countries: R. Bulgaria, R. Austria, Federal Republic of Germany, R. Slovakia, R. Hungary, R. Moldova, Romania, the Ukraine, R. Croatia and Federal Republic of Yugoslavia. 
The development of this corridor should include maintenance, reconstruction, rehabilitation, modernization and new construction of the main and supporting infrastructure, and its operation and use, in order to utilize the corridor in an effective and environmentally friendly manner. 
Determining the lines to be developed with priority, the development of the Pan-European transport network is most significant. 
5. Cargo Transport on the Danube – Analysis and Statistics 
Shipping on the Danube considerably increased in the last years. A large canal connecting the Rein and the Danube was opened in 1992, thus creating an uninterrupted 3500 km long waterway between the North and the Black Seas, which increased considerably the traffic. On the other hand, stagnation and even complete collapse of the cargo transport on the Danube was recorded in the 90-s as result of the political instability on the Balkans. For example, the destruction of the three bridges at Novi Sad in 1999 disrupted the navigation in this region. The remains of the three bridges were removed, a temporary bridge was built, which was replaced with a new one in the autumn of 2005, actuated by reason of the EU enlargement and the stabilization of the political situation on the Balkans. Thus, the cargo transport on the Danube has bright future perspectives. The decrease in the water level does not have significant impact on cargo shipping. Currently, the traditional carriage of heavy cargo (grain, ore and coal), fuels and lubricants, is largest in volume. For example, 3.5 million tons of iron ore are carried annually to Linz for steel production needs. From that point in turn, over 500 000 tons fertilizers are carried to East Europe for agricultural needs. About 20% of the tonnage shipped on the Danube accounts for transportation of fuels (petrol and diesel) in special tankers with capacity of each tanker equal to 20 000 automobiles. Expectations for container shipment on the river are high. The most important reason for such expectations is the trade increase with Southeast Europe in the Danube and the Black Sea region as result of the EU enlargement. As early as 2004, over 700 000 containers were loaded and unloaded in the new specialized loading & unloading facility in Constance, which means that the significance of the present and future ports with loading & unloading facilities along the Danube will increase steadily.

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The total cargo traffic through our river ports marks a significant growth of 22,7% in 2005 as compared to 2004, and the total growth is over 85% for the considered six-year period.

The recorded growth is chiefly due to the liquid cargoes, which are 7.5 times higher in 2005 compared to the previous year, and to the riverine shipping with growth of 106% for 2005 as compared to 2004.  
During the considered period, no containers were processed on the river, and the bulk and general cargoes mark a slight drop of respectively 6% and 3.5%. Considerably drop is recorded for the processed Ro-Ro units – almost 17%.

Notwithstanding the still small share of the transit shipments, they mark a growth of 24.5% in 2005 as compared to 2004. The import has increased considerably by 1.4%, while the export has dropped by 9.5%. 
7. Land Acquisition by Foreign Nationals and Legal Persons in Bulgaria after 01.01.2007 
In accordance with the commitments of Bulgaria in the process of European integration, art. 22 of the Constitution has been amended for the purpose of harmonizing the Bulgarian legislation with the European law. Pursuant to these amendments, foreigners and foreign legal persons may acquire property over land in the following cases:

· under the conditions ensuing from Bulgaria’s accession to the European Union 

· by virtue of an international treaty that has been ratified, published and entered into force for R. Bulgaria 
· through inheritance by operation of the law.
I.
The legal framework for land acquisition is provided in Annex VІ, Chapter 3, p. 1 “Free Movement of Capital”. Pursuant to this Annex, foreign citizens who are nationals of the Member States or the States which are a party to the European Economic Area Agreement /EEAA/ and foreign legal persons formed in accordance with the laws of another Member State or of an EEAA State, who are legally resident in Bulgaria since 01.01.2007, may acquire property over land under the rules for land acquisition applicable for Bulgarian citizens.

Pursuant to this rule, EU and EEAA nationals who are permanently legally resident in Bulgaria shall not be subject to any restrictions. Definition for permanently resident foreigners is given in the new Law for the entry, stay and departure from R. Bulgaria by nationals of the Member States and their families /SG No. 80 from 03.10.2006/

Regarding the acquisition of agricultural land and forests, Annex VІ, Chapter 3, p. 2 introduces a 7-year restriction period during which nationals of the Member States and legal persons formed in accordance with the laws of another Member State may not acquire such land. However, this provision is not applicable for “self-employed farmers who are nationals of another Member State and who wish to establish themselves and legally reside in Bulgaria”. 
Notwithstanding the terms above, Bulgaria shall be entitled to make a review of these transitional measures in the third year following the date of accession, i.e. in 2010. To this effect, the Commission shall submit a report to the Council. The Council may, acting unanimously on a proposal from the Commission, decide to shorten or terminate the transitional period, of 5 and 7 years respectively.
With respect to such changes, currently amendments are prepared also in the Forestry Act, the Protected Territories Act, Ownership and Use of Agricultural Land Act and the Restitution of Property over Forests and Forestry Lands Act. 

II.
The issue of land acquisition by foreign nationals and foreign legal persons formed in accordance with the laws of a state, which is not EU Member State or a state party to EEAA, is treated in the second hypothesis in art. 22 of the Constitution. 

Such persons may acquire property over land by virtue of an international treaty that has been ratified, published and entered into force for R. Bulgaria. This provision is effective since 01.01.2007 and there is no hypothesis for its additional amendment within a certain time.

III.
The former art 22, par. 3 introduced an obligation for foreigners having acquired land by inheritance to transfer such land within 3 years from such inheritance. This text is already repealed. The provision however still exists in art. 29, par. 2 of PA (the Property Act). In this case, the restriction will be repealed with the new amendments in PA, leaving effective only the provision concerning acquisition of agricultural lands and forests by inheritance.

8. Description of the Land 
1. 66 decares of land, essentially flat, with rectangular form, immediately next to the Danube – at a distance of 60 to 250 m from the riverbank; the land is in industrial complex KTM.
2. Water supply – drinking water and water for industrial needs 
3. Energy resources – electricity and gasification 
4. Proximity to transport terminals:

А. The Danube River – European Corridor 7 
B. Railway lines – on the border of the property 
C. Motorways and other roads – European Roads Е70 and Е85, and the following corridors:

· Transport Corridor 7: Mein – Rein – Danube. 

· Transport Corridor 9: Helsinki – Kiev/Moscow – Odessa/Kishinev – Bucharest – Rousse – Stara Zagora – Dedeagach on the Aegean Sea. 

D. Distance from Sofia – 330 km 
E. Distance from Rousse – 5 km.

5.
The land is favourable to create a modern port with loading/unloading facility, which is a multi-modal logistics center with possibilities for connection with water, railway and road transport.
6.
Advantages of the land – when using the term “logistics”, its content and meaning is usually not specified. There is no commonly accepted definition of this concept, which was originally used as military term. The logistics of cargo shipment (or transport logistics) can be defined as the process of planning, implementing, control and synchronizing an efficient and profitable direct and reverse flow, and storage of raw materials, stocks of unfinished production and ready products, and the related information to this process from the starting point to the place of consumption, in order to meet the requirements of the users. The land is suitable for the construction of large warehouse facilities.
9. Services Available to Investors 
1. Land with changed statute for industrial development and warehouse facilities 

2. Administrative services and consulting for investors concerning the manner and possibilities of implementing a particular project 
3. Issuing of all necessary permits related to the technical documentation of the construction 
4. Creating a port with loading/unloading facility and warehouse facilities according to the requirements of the investors 
5. Design and construction of industrial buildings and warehouse facilities to be rented or sold 
6. Railway services – so far, the cargo was trying to find the cheapest route. In the future, the goods will look for the most economic route. That is why there will be both price decreases and increases in the different segments of the transport chain. The prices and the conditions for shipment are offered more or less marketing-wise: employing the product-oriented approach, client management, after sale services, communications-advertising. This marketing offering will be transformed in the future in logistic offering – delivery time, dispositioning the transported goods, informatization, containerization, recycling and ecology. The immediate proximity of the offered land to the railway is a big advantage for the creation of any logistics base.
